WORK IN PROGRESS

· Lenin’s Neighbors: The Non-Bolshevik Russian Majority in European Exile, 1905-1917.  This will be the first significant study of the Russian émigré community in Western European exile in the period between the respective Russian Revolutions of 1905 and 1917.  Although publications have dealt with Lenin’s life and writings in these years, scholars have all but ignored various intellectual, radical, philanthropic, and cultural endeavors of the thousands of non-Bolshevik Russians then living in Europe.  By studying the groups and individuals that comprised one of the earliest examples of involuntary migration and the creation of a diaspora community, I will argue that many of the characteristics of the Bolshevik Revolution of 1917, including the gendered dynamics, were rooted in this period of exile.
